e A lLicensed Driver (Driver) who has booked their entry in the Event plus a maximum of Unlimited other people per
kart who must be either:
1.4. o The Parent, Legal Guardian, or family member of the Driver; or
o The Participant License Holder for the Driver; or
o A Mechanic whose sole task it is, is to prepare, adjust, repair the kart as may be required;
e A Person who is approved by the Club to supply karting components and provide specialised karting service to
any Permitted Persons in attendance at the Activity.
1s. Non-Permitted Persons

SPECTATORS are permitted to be in attendance.

Note — The number chosen in 2.1 must not exceed the maximum number of people permitted to gather under State
2. Public Health Authority Orders/Directions/Regulations.
SOCIAL DISTANCING AND DENSITY REQUIRMENTS

2.1. Government prescribed Social Distancing measures must always be observed.

2.2. | The use by Permitted Persons of any indoor facilities is strictly limited by the Density Quotient of the room as included
in the Club’s COVIDSafe Action Plan.

2.3. Food service provided at the Event must fully comply with all State Public Health Authority
Orders/Directions/Regulations.

e Hand Hygiene must be available at all food service outlets.

e  Regular cleaning in accordance with the Club’s COVIDSafe Action Plan MUST be carried out throughout the Event.

3. KARTING AUSTRALIA COVID-19 DECLARATION

Under NO circumstances is ANYONE who has been overseas, or in a declared COVID-19 hotspot, in the previous 14
days or been in contact with a person who is known to be COVID-19 positive, permitted to attend the Circuit.

All Essential Karting Personnel and Permitted Persons MUST complete the compulsory State Government issued
QR Code Check-In before the commencement time of the Event.

4. HYGIENE FACILITIES - TOILET/WASHROOM FACILITIES and HAND SANITISER
